BIOGRAPHY

Meredith Ziegler has impressed critics and audiences alike with her warm lyric mezzo-soprano
voice and her engaging characterizations. Of Ms. Ziegler's debut as Dorabella in Cosi fan tutte
with Granite State Opera, Seen and Heard Opera Review praised her “very beautiful voice and
delightful portrayal of the flighty Dorabella”. For her role as Meg Page in Falstaff with Opera
North, Opera News commended her “game, well sung Meg”.

Recent engagements found Meredith performing as Rosina in Il Barbiere di Siviglia for Opera
Theater of Connecticut and Opera Company of Middlebury, Dorabella in Cosi fan tutte for Cape Cod Opera,
and Mallika in Lakmé for Connecticut Concert Opera. Ms. Ziegler performed a Guest Artist Recital at Colgate
University, where she was an Artist in Residence in 2010.
